Thank you to everyone who managed to make it down to school last night.  It was great to see so 

many of you here, and we particularly loved seeing extended family members also being introduced 

to teachers and shown around classrooms by your children.  We hope our positive start to the 

year, was reflected in all you saw and felt as you went around our fabulous school.  

 

Some of you may have also made it into the library to speak with Waka Kotahi NZ Transport Agency 

in relation to the proposed variable speed limit outside of our school.  Since my arrival here nearly 

two years ago and a discussion with Trevor Cheshire while he was on road patrol, I have let you 

know about my Ċweeċ project around addressing the lack of signage and the excessive speed of 

vehicles going past our school.  As I write this my office shakes as yet another logging truck goes 

past. Incredibly, we found that on average close to 5000 vehicles, including trucks pass the school 

each day! You can imagine how this number increases on a Friday afternoon of a long weekend or 

when there is a diversion in place from State Highway 1. 

 

Many meetings later, lots of follow up (Iċm still here u) emails, ongoing support from the NZ Police 

and Chris Penk MP, the project was confirmed, and then the funding finally allocated.  We are now 

super close to getting two electronic signs that will show a 40km variable speed limit outside of 

school 35 minutes before school starts and for 5 minutes before school ends until 20 minutes  

after it finishes.  

 

I actually thought it was a road rule to be 40Km outside of a school zone but apparently there 

needs to be public consultation around this change.  Last night was the beginning of a 4 week  

public process to ensure the community is behind this safety initiative. PLEASE take the time to 

have a say on the proposed changes and encourage as many others as you can to do the 

same.  You can do this in the following 4 ways  

1. Visiting the project webpage www.nzta.govt.nz/kaukapakapa-speed-review and giving your 

feedback online 

2. Downloading and completing the electronic feedback form and then emailing it to         

auckland.speed.reviews@nzta.govt.nz   

3. Giving them a call on 0800 44 44 49 so they can send you a submission form 

4. Coming in to the office to get a submission form, returning it to us and we will send it in 

on your behalf 

Feedback closes 5pm on Wednesday 18 March 2020.
