Thank you to everyone who participated in our curriculum survey over the past two 

weeks.  I appreciate that it was full of educational jargon but assure you it was taken 

directly from the New Zealand Curriculum!  It is pivotal that we get a flavour of the 

thinking of our community through the big question of Ċwhat is it that you believe is too 

important to just leave to chance for your children?ċ Your ideas now join those of our 

students and teachers. We begin the tricky task of looking for patterns, shared ideas, 

thinking about what is happening within our community, New Zealand and around the 

world that might link these into a coherent pathway of learning that we now know, 

through this collaborative exercise, is important for Kaukapakapa School.  

 

For us, the focus isnċt so much about the actual topic but more the reasons behind the 

idea.  If I use my example of the Olympics; I want our children to know about the 

Olympics because I think it is important to learn about history, setting goals and     

excellence.  We can learn about history, setting goals and excellence through a variety 

of pathways such as technology, science, art, and not just through a sports event such 

as the Olympics. Being responsive to the learners in front of us and what will best   

engage them ends up trumping the best laid Ċtopicċ plan.  We will be focussed on what 

learning outcome we want e.g. the importance of setting goals, and using our inquiry 

model to guide our learning.  

 

The tricky job of putting our local curriculum together now falls on our new Deputy  

Principal, Sheree McLeish who started with us earlier this term.  We are so excited to 

have her finally on board and are trying not to overload her too quickly. Please come 

and introduce yourself if you are in school.  

 

Congratulations to the Toko-Stevens whanau whose contribution to our survey won 

them a free pool key for the 2019/2020 summer season.  We are looking forward to 

the pool opening in the last week of November. At significant expense, the filtration on 

our school pool has been upgraded to a salt water system.  We know that the move 

away from the harshness of direct chlorine is a really positive one for our school.
