1. Do we need to ensure and then manage a student's safety at school immediately?

2. Follow the principle of natural justice and hear all sides of the story.Our aim is to gather
as wider picture of what is happening for everyone involved as possible.

3. Does what we have heard/witnessed fit the definition of bullying@all it if it is but other
behaviours can be just as upsetting and serious.

4, Put a management plan in place.This might mean time out of the playground, restricted
play areas, adult support and check ins, buddy system, it could be that more serious actions
such as a stand down might need to be taken.

5. Put a personal support plan in place. Some examples of this might be daily check ins,
discussing and reflecting on feelings, reactions, behaviour choices, maybe some external
support is needed.

6.  Ensure positive buyn to the process by all.

7.  Continually review 4 6 above, be vigilant.

8. Restorative process is followed.When the time is right we need to rebuild relationships and
make things right again.

9. Review our process.

10. Continue to check in.

In my 100 years of teaching, this process, when done well, where the school is trusted to act and

do its utmost for all involved, and then supported in its plan, has never failed to resolve an issue
whet her technically bullying or not.

definition and importantly talk with your children openly about what bullying might look like.

My job and responsibility, along with the Board of Trustees, is to provide a safe physical and
